AFJROTC AGREEMENT LETTER

1. AS APOTENTIAL STUDENT I REALIZE THAT

AFJROTC is an elective course and that I agree to wear the uniform properly and meet hair
grooming standards.

I must be at least 14 years of age.

I must be physically fit and able to participate in the wellness program.

2. ONCE IN THE PROGRAM I WILL

a.

Display acceptable conduct. If I am a habitual violator of school rules or a constant disruptive
individual in the classroom I will be removed from the AFJROTC program and required to
return all uniform items dry cleaned.

Wear the uniform every Thursday as directed. If I elect not to wear the uniform when required I
realize that I cannot pass the course. When in uniform males may not wear earrings (grade
reduced to zero), females can only wear one pair of conservative earrings, faddish hairstyles
such as unnatural colors, Mohawks, initials in hair, twists etc., are not permitted(grade reduced
to zero).

I will be required to recite the Pledge of Allegiance or Cadet Creed with my class on a daily
basis.

3.  AIR FORCE JUNIOR RESERVE OFFICER CORPS COURSE FEE

a.

A fee of $40.00 will be paid at the beginning of the school year to cover the cost of the unit
JROTC T-Shirt, Polo shirt and hat as well as support maintenance of equipment. Cadets will be
issued a gray Air Force T-Shirt, Air Force Gym Shorts and an Air Force Sweat Suit.

4. AIR FORCE JUNIOR ROTC UNIFORM

a. Cadets will be issued a JROTC Uniform. It is the cadet’s responsibility to ensure that this

uniform is kept in clean and serviceable condition. Uniform Pants and Jackets are dry clean
only. The uniform will not be worn with civilian clothing--if seen uniform grade will be
reduced to zero. Uniform will be worn for the full school day—removing the uniform results in
grade of zero.

This uniform is the property of the U.S. Air Force and will be returned upon disenrollment or
completion of the school year. All issued items will be returned except the shoes, white t-shirt
and socks.

Parents/Guardian are responsible and must pay for all lost uniform items.



d. The alternate uniform for JROTC is business casual. Uniform consists of black belt, black
shoes, khaki pants and Lakeside JROTC black polo shirt. Each cadet must purchase a pair of
business style Khaki pants..no skinny jeans—no joggers--no exceptions.

5. COURSE BREAKDOWN

a. The course is divided into two academic studies. Aerospace Science and Drill and Leadership
Education; studies include: military history, survival, cultural awareness, science of flight,
military customs and courtesies, military ceremonies and physical fitness.

6. CURRICULUM IN ACTION FIELD TRIPS
a. Curriculum in Action trips are privileges. Cadets that demonstrate improper behavior or
below average academic grades will not be permitted to participate in extracurricular activities.
