In this laboratory, you will investigate your ability to remove (simulated) prokaryotes from your skin (hands) by washing with warm water and soap.  The simulation will use a product called “Glo-Germ”.  Glow-Germ comes in a lotion (and a powder) that is rubbed into the object to be contaminated.  The active particles that make up Glo-Germ are detectable under a blacklight (UV).   After thoroughly inoculating one member of the group, you will be directed to wash your hands repeatedly with soapy water.  After each washing, you will place your hands under the blacklight for “checking”.  Each washing (including the rinsing!) will last ten (10) seconds.  Then, you will place your hands under the blacklight for inspection!
