A parasite causes harm to another organism, and gains from the organism upon which it is living or feeding.  Malaria uses mosquitoes as a vector (a transmitter of disease).  The hosts or injured parties for malaria are humans.   About 400,000,000 (four hundred million) people are infected with malaria every year (better than 1,000,00 – one million) daily.  Every year one million people die of malaria.  Most of the deaths (about 85%) are children under the age of five.  This translates to about 2,500 children under the age of five die every day from malaria (about 1,600 students attend Lakeside High School).
