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Carbon Cycle
Carbon cycles in the biosphere and the environment in general.  Cycling means that a substance is brought into living creatures to be used by (for example, as an energy source – glucose), or becomes part of living creatures.  Then, it is returned to the environment.  In addition to carbon, nitrogen and water are cycled (or recycled) over and over again.
