Flowers are plants “private” or reproductive structures!  (Don’t tell your Grandmother any of this.) Angiosperms are flowering plants that produce seeds in a fruit.   The male part is the stamen.  The tip of the stamen is the anther.  Pollen or “plant sperm” is made there.  The female part is the pistil.  At the bottom of the pistil in the ovule, the female egg is fertilized by the pollen.  The ovule hardens into the seed, and the ovary becomes the fruit.  Petals are usually colorful and attractive, while the sepals are usually green.
